MEDICAL LABORATORY ASSISTANT

A Medical Laboratory Assistant youth apprentice performs specimen collection, transport, and
processing of fluids for analysis. Youth apprentices pay attention to pre-analytical factors which
compromise the accuracy of test results.

Length of Apprenticeship: One year
